INTRODUCTION

Safety on a farm or ranch is a very important igba¢ should be a concern
of everyone connected to the rural environmens. éispecially important for all
children who are exposed to this environment. dlifscult to supervise farm
children all of the time, especially if parents areployed off the farm or during
the times of the year with busy farming schedulgs.also important that visiting
children be aware of the many hazards they maywenieoduring their stay at the
farm. Each year approximately 300 children aresHilhnd 23,000 children are
injured in farm-related accidents.

The SOFY Farm Safety Day Camp has proven to beegllent way to
teach children to be aware of potential dangernsekiat around farm facilities,
livestock, equipment, and with different farm prees. Children 4 to 15 years of
age, as well as parents and other adults are therae for this program. The most
common age groups are 4-7 and 8-13. This manuihesia uniform approach to
organizing and presenting a day camp. It covers@dsmf farm safety that have
been shown to contribute to injuries or fatalities.

As a day camp coordinator, you will be helping ézmdase the number of
deaths and injuries suffered by children on Sowtkdda farms. Additionally, your
day camp evaluations and feedback will enable thgram to provide more
effective safety instruction and fund raising etfan the future.

This guide is designed to help you organize younmainity to prevent
injuries to children by teaching them about farfegaawareness and accident
prevention. The manual allows you the flexibilitygducate the children about
many different farm and rural hazards. It is sugggshat you select the areas that
you feel have the most need in your community.tiétpants could also learn
basic first aid, emergency preparedness, rescaghimg, home alone safety and
how to assist individuals who are injured. They rabsp learn how to call to
obtain help and how to give directions to theirtian Each area of instruction
includes training goals, learning objectives, sagiep-by-step demonstration
instructions, points to check to assure understenand an evaluation procedure.

The purpose of the guide and training is to prowdsgistance to the SOFY
camp coordinators. Hopefully it will provide guideds for preparing and
conducting the camps. Demonstration equipmentisheatailable to be borrowed
from the Agricultural and Biosystems EngineeringpBement at SDSU, Easter
Seals SD or Avera Rural Health will be discusSdte camps are designed to
cooperate, not compete, with similar safety trainig program efforts.

Farm Safety Camps for kids and Save Our Farm Y{&@FY) projects are actually two
similar grants, which were received to begin impatation in 1995. Both grants involve a joint
effort between the Easter Seals South Dakota, 8uuith Dakota State University Cooperative
Extension Services, and Avera Health. A brief arption of the grants is included in your
training material.

The manual you have received is a guide to helpdgsign a day camp that will address
the safety awareness needs of your community.s@leate that both recommendations and
options are resented. You need to select acsywihich will best accomplish the objectives you
set for your camp. Although you might decide t@e&a children from farm families, do not
exclude boys and girls from urban areas. In S@atkota, many city children visit friends and
relatives on the farm, so our Save Our Farm Youbept is created to include city children as
well as farm children.

It is also essential that in South Dakota whoes@obrdinating the camp includes a local
Extension Agent and/or Easter Seals Representétiteewould also strongly encourage you to
utilize your local hospital or medical clinics. d$e three entities, Avera Health, Easter Seals and
SDSU Extension, are committed to the farm safeftyref Since grant and state-support dollars
are awarded to these organizations, it is requivalsomeone from one or each of these
organizations is involved in each camp held in Bddkota.

Again, the purpose of this activity is to educadeth on the need to practice
safety when on or visiting a farm or ranch. It basn developed to show the hazards that
exist in farming and livestock production. Emphasiplaced on the areas where statistics
show high injury rates.

This document was developed to serve as a guidgfom preparing for and
conducting a farm safety day camp program thatadtiress the safety awareness needs
in your community. It is designed to offer bothasunendations and options for your
respective program. After determining the most girgssafety needs in your community,
select activities that will develop awareness dredgrecautions necessary to meet these
needs. The program is designed to target rurahybut youth from urban areas should be
included as they often visit the farms of friendsl aelatives and are less familiar with the
hazards that exist in the farm environment.

In 1995 a cooperative program involving Avera McKan Hospital and
University Health Center, Easter Seals South Dalartd SDSU Cooperative Extension
Services was initiated to hold farm safety day caifiop farm and urban youth. A grant
from Blue Cross Blue Shield of South Dakota waslusehelp the start of the program.
Twenty-five camps covering 31 counties were conellithe first year of the program.

In the past eleven years, South Dakota childrere baen trained in farm safety.
There have been a over of 300 camps held throughewtate. Approximately 5,700
volunteers have assisted in making each of thespsa success.



The campers will usually receive the following imir-shirts for camp
participants, coordinators, and volunteers; Takaedpacket folders; Name tags/stickers;
Certificates of completion; Safety fliers; Safescdls.

Prior to hosting or conducting a farm safety progthe camp coordinator must
have attended a training session conducted byttie Soordinators. Camp coordinators
must attend training once every three years. Tngiwill be offered via the internet on an
annual basis.

MONEY MATTERS

This section includes recommendations for sourEésnals, outlines expenses you
can anticipate and provides sources for scholassnp sponsors. The expense list
provides ballpark estimates of costs associated @ahducting a day camp. Costs will
vary among communities.

Although children, trainers, and other helpersagpy like to receive a T-shirt and
farm safety packet, they are optional. EastersSgauth Dakota, Inc., will provide the
first 100 T-shirts for each camp. The only expeiaseach community is shipping, unless
additional shirt are needed.

Regarding camp promotion costs, fliers to the Iechilools are the most effective
and least expensive method to publicize your canigu should visit with the school
administrators on their information distributionlipg. Because the camps are a very
worthwhile cause, the media in your area may bkngito publicize your camp by
running your news releases or PSA’s about the event

Let parents know that participants will get a T-shirt at the
camp so they can be prepared to change shirtsamioal.

Once your event is scheduled, use radio publiasannouncements (PSA’s), as
well as local newspaper stories to create genarateness of the event and to reach
potential participants (examples of news releasdsPESA scripts are available.) A
registration deadline should be set three weelksnonth prior to the camp date and
should be included in all pre-camp publicity. Rciby should be started two weeks to a
month prior to the registration deadline. As thenp date approaches, you should
become familiar with the following sources for pialty.

Identify which radio stations in your area bestregour target audience (families
with children of camp age). Find out their polmy PSA’s. How long and how many
will they run prior to registration. (Normallyig about a week unless you request
otherwise) Radio interviews are also an excellemy of getting information to the
public.

NEWSPAPER

Find out which reporter or editor is responsiblergporting your local community
events. To ensure of proper timing of the newsas#, contact the paper for daily or
weekly deadlines. Also, a friendly call to, orivisith, the editor may result in a
beneficial feature story on the upcoming event @nadh-site news coverage of the day
camp. Make sure that all pertinent informatiomduded in the news releases so that
readers will be able to register by phone (a cantame, phone number, camp date &
location, time, cost, and who is eligible to attend

TELEVISION

Contact the news departments of the stations thedro/our area. Send them the
news releases about the camp to get them awale ofetails of your local camp. In
discussing the camp with the assignment editatotigive them a mental picture of what
will transpire at your camp, emphasizing the acgeants (such as dummy caught in
PTO) to help stimulate their interest.

This keeps the youth interested and moving. Feeltb modify the schedules to suit
your individual needs. Most of the safety demaigins described in this manual take

approximately 15 minutes to complete.

Exceptions
might be the PTO demonstration and First Aid. AIld0 minutes for campers to
learn rescue breathing and practice first aid tegles on each other. Or put first
aid in two different stations; one station can badaging first aid and the other
accessing emergency medical services and perfomagoyie breathing. The
dummy in a PTO demonstration works well for a @utbup at the lunch break or at
the end of the camp.

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TIPS FOR TEACHING 8 TO 13 YEARS OLDS

1.

Keep language simple. Don't use “big” words or teravhich may be unfamiliar to kids
like “telescoping” to describe a PTO shield or &hgage” to substitute for “turn it off.”
Don’t assume that farm children will know what a®Ta master shield, or an herbicide
or pesticide is, etc. Ask the children if they nehat it is and then define it for them in
simple terms.

As much as possible avoid the “lecture” formatarstclose to the children. Engage
them by asking questions, asking them to deschibie bwn experiences, asking them
what they would do in safe or unsafe situationsatdl their faces. If you see quizzical
looks, stop and ask them what they don’t understand

Have three or four points that you want them torldgy the end of the 15-20 minutes
sessions. Write them on cards, as computer sigos a flip chart. Repeat them often
during the session. They should be able to namedimts by the end of the session.
Repetition is one way children learn.

As much as possible try to show the children wioat pnean. Provide illustrations,
which allow the children to see and touch what ywamt them to learn. For example:
some farm kids can't differentiate between a sleiéldr unshielded PTO shaft and or
explain why shields are important. Some farm kidge never been allowed to get close
enough to learn why PTQO'’s are dangerous. Thisdkani teaching will help kids to
remember hazards when they return to the farm.

If you aren’t aware of the kinds of accidents amdries, which occur to farm youth in
the area you are teaching (e.g. Lawnmowers, ATAfgmals, etc.) ask your camp
coordinator for articles about these injuries aattls. Tell the children these stories and
how these things might occur to them if they datvey safety rules.

Don't get too serious. Keep your presentationtlighVe want the children to remember
being safe in a positive light. Make things as mfun as possible. We want kids to
leave with the feeling that having a positive ati# towards safety is the “in” thing to do.
We want them to encourage siblings and friendgtiarn to future camps.
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EVALUATION

The following evaluation system has been develdpdwlp measure the effectiveness of
the training of the camp participants. It shoukbanelp to monitor and determine if the youth
are receiving the correct messages. The evalsasiandesigned to help camp coordinators
measure the effectiveness of their camps. Thauatiahs also help the State SOFY

methods might be helpful and more effective in fatcamps. They are also helpful in showing
the effectiveness of the camps to potential fir@lrgponsors.
